Merlin #23-2087

On December 4th, just minutes before closing, an injured Merlin was rushed into the hospital.
His left wing had an open fracture of the ulna that was fragmented and infested with maggots.
Normally, with the risk of infection already being so high, a patient like this would have
been euthanized. But this Merlin showed no signs of being sick and had a will to fight that
was undeniable.

The staff cleaned the fracture site, manually removed the maggots, wrapped the wing,
and started the bird on pain medications and antibiotics. On December 7th, despite a poor
prognosis and knowing it was a high-risk surgery, our veterinarian further cleaned the wing
under anesthesia and placed an intramedullary pin into the ulna bone to line up the pieces.

This feisty falcon continued to prove that he had a will to survive. One week after the initial
surgery, the bone showed signs of healing, but the wound on the skin in that area was too
big to contract down on its own. The Merlin underwent a second surgery to place a special
bandage called Duoderm to cover the deficit and serve as a matrix for healing.

After nearly three months of wound care, physical therapy, multiple radiographs, and daily
medications, the fracture and wound had healed, and the patient’s wing had a normal range
of motion. Perfect flight is essential to the survival of any bird, and the orthopedic surgery
provided by PHSS saved this Merlin’s life, offering it the freedom to be released back into the
wild after 80 days of care!

Black Racer #23-1907

Halloween festivities took an unexpected turn when a native Florida black racer snake
was found entangled in fake spiderweb decorations on October 28th, 2023. Thankfully,
the injured snake was discovered by the homeowner, who promptly called PHSS for
help. Once safely in our care, the synthetic fibers encasing the reptile were carefully
removed from around the snake’s mouth and body, where a second animal, a small
lizard, was also found entrapped!

We suspect that the lizard had become entangled in the web first, making it an easy
target for the unsuspecting black racer, who then became trapped as well. Thankfully,
the snake was in otherwise good health and was able to be released the next day. While
festive and seemingly innocuous, decorations like fake spiderwebs can unintentionally
threaten local wildlife. This incident emphasizes the importance of being mindful of
our surroundings and the impact our actions can have on the environment and wildlife,
especially during holidays and celebrations.
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Cooper’s Hawk #23-854

On May 20th, 2023, a Cooper’s Hawk was admitted after being
found at Medley Landfill unable to fly. On top of being weak and
dehydrated, our staff quickly discovered that its feathers were
singed and melted, and some areas of the beak and legs that
should have been yellow were also melted and black - all typical
signs of methane burns.

Birds of prey are drawn to areas like landfills due to their
abundance of rodents and smaller prey, unwittingly putting our
raptors in harm’s way. Methane, a colorless gas, and byproduct
of decaying waste, poses a hidden threat as it combusts,
subjecting these birds to searing heat when they venture
through or perch near areas where the gas is ignited. Luckily,
this patient did not sustain major damage to its skin, but its
flight feathers were burnt beyond repair. This is an injury that
requires a full molt to grow new feathers before being able to
be released, a process that can take up to a year.

Unfortunately, this patient succumbed to its injuries, and this
case is a reminder of the unintended consequences that human
activities can have on our wildlife. Burn injuries at landfills and
other places that burn methane and other harmful gases may be
more common than we think, and many wildlife organizations
across the country are trying to gather more information and
determine how these places can become more bird-friendly.

Grey Squirrel #1778

Grey Squirrel #1778 was admitted after being found
orphaned. The initial intake exam found no significant
problems, but after two weeks of care, the little squirrel’s
condition began to decline without warning...

She was losing weight despite eating, and almost overnight,
her eyes and mouth became severely swollen, and she
developed lesions all over her face. Laboratory testing
revealed she had an active MRSA infection, and she was
immediately quarantined and started on oral Doxycycline,
among other treatments.

Things were touch and go for over a week, but with powerful
medicine and the TLC of our rehab team, this little fighter
pulled through the other side and beat the infection!

It took over a month for the squirrel to gain back her
strength (and grow back her fur and fluffy tail!), but after
84 long days in care, she was released back into the wild,
where she can begin her second chance at life!
